School Team meetings to plan Safe Routes 
projects and promotions. (Next Meeting: 
Wednesday, May 19th at 3:30pm * Parents & 
school staff  are invited to attend!) 
 
Walk & Roll Club cards to encourage  
students to walk and bike to/from school. 
(This is for students in grades K-4.  Cards will 
be given out the week of  May 3rd and this  
activity will go from May 3rd-June 11th.) 
 
School safety patrol training so that  
students can help make arrival and dismissal 
safer for all students. (Students in grades 5 & 6, 
look for more information in May & June.) 
 
The George Washington University study to 
measure how physically active students are. 
(This study was done in March & April 2010.) 
 
Pedestrian and bicycle safety education in 
physical education classes. (Done by the  
Washington Area Bicyclist Association in  
October 2009.)
